God's commandments add peace (vs. 2)

All the paths of wisdom are peace

Perfect peace whose mind is stayed (steadfast, steady)

The work (achievement) of righteousness shall be peace
Peace like a river

Peace shall guard your hearts

I set before you a blessing and a curse (vs. 26)
Set your hearts unto all the words (vs. 46)
Meditate day & night (vs.2)

Fixed (steadfast) heart

Fixed: firm, steadfast; established: sustained, steady, upheld (vss.
7,8)

Stayed on thee - steadfast (Expos. Bible Comm.), well stayed,
steady (Intl. Critical Commentary)

Confounded: disgraced; set (established, fixed) like flint

I waited patiently for the Lord, and he inclined unto me, and heard
my cry

Having heard the word, keep it, and bring forth fruit with patience

In your patience possess ye your souls (NASB: by your endurance
you will gain your lives)

Knowing that tribulation worketh patience

This doesn’t mean, of course, that we have only a hope of future
joys — we can be full of joy here and now even in our trials and
troubles. Taken in the right spirit these very things will give us a
patient endurance; this in turn will develop a mature character, and
a character of this sort produces a steady hope, a hope that will
never disappoint us. (JB Phillips)

Rejoicing in hope, patient in tribulation (thlipsis — mental
pressure), continuing instant (continuing steadfast, faithful, to
persevere and not to faint, to show one's self courageous for) in
prayer

All patience and longsuffering with joyfulness

Your patience (perseverance, steadfastness) and faith

Look to yourself: you become miserable

I have considered the days of old; commune with mine own heart
(vss 5-6)

Look to God: you become peacefully radiant

They looked unto him, and were radiant (vs 5 — ASV and others)
Perfect peace whose mind is stayed on thee

Consider the apostle and high priest...Christ Jesus

Looking unto Jesus...consider him who endured

We look not at the things which are seen, but not seen

Set your affection (mind/thoughts) on things above

Confession (acknowledgement) unto salvation

Let us hold fast the confession of the hope

They confessed that they were strangers and pilgrims on the earth
The fruit of our lips confessing his name

Jesus Christ confessed "It is written"

The Shunammite confessed "It is well" (vs. 26)

Paul confessed "I am persuaded" (vs. 38)
